DESIGNWISE / IN’NOVA exhibition
Following the presence of the brand in the first edition of IN'NOVA, in 2003, DESIGNWISE is making a positive balance regarding its recognition and growth both in the Portuguese and overseas markets. Investing on the widening of its collection of objects as well as on its points of sale, DW is becoming a stronger and more diversified brand in 2004.

DESIGNWISE is present at IN'NOVA 2004 following the invitation made to the brand to be represented in the second edition of this international fair, which congregates all the Home Furnishing sectors. This year, the event will occupy two pavilions at FIL - Feira Internacional de Lisboa / Parque das Nações and will host about 200 exhibitors, from the 9th to the 11th of September. Determined to stimulate the internationalisation of Portuguese companies through quality, creativity and design, this fair will include, apart from the represented sectors in its previous edition, the home textiles and furniture sectors. 

In Hall 2, Designwise will present the prototypes resultant of Designwise 2.0, Designwise's second call for ideias, aimed at professionals and students that called for the presentation of projects to be edited by this Portuguese design brand commercialised by Experimenta, which were recently presented at the Design Portugal | España exhibition that took place at the Santa Catarina Palace, in Lisbon; a few projects of Portuguese designers that were directly selected by Experimenta; the current Designwise collection. The new projects presented here may, in the near future, be commercially edited by Designwise, "with design thought and made in Portuguese". 

Investing on the edition of original objects and products, created by Portuguese designers and produced in Portugal, all the objects presented by DW in the scope of IN'NOVA follow the brand's spirit that is driven by the presentation of unique objects of an utilitarian and playful nature. Having simple ideas as its reference, not only in their concept but also in their means of production, the Designwise collection invests in distinct materials and variable prices and uses. Commercialized by the Experimenta Association since 2002, its products can be found in Portugal and abroad (Spain and France), inviting the public to share the stories told by each of these articles that belong to such diverse universes and scales. 

The presence of Designwise in this International Fair is, once again, an opportunity to present young Portuguese creativity in the area of design and to emphasise the necessity of investing in new talents. An investment is this way made in creativity and talent, accomplishing another of Designwise's main aims, of promoting the internationalisation of the brand.
I - Projects resultant from Designwise’s 2nd call for ideas 
The Designwise call for ideas constitutes a challenge to national creativity and a way of stimulating Portuguese production in the area of product design. 

The submitted objects for this second edition of the competition could belong to any typology, following the brand's spirit regarding its utilitarian and playful nature. They should present characteristics such as simplicity and economy of production, be specifically aimed at the Portuguese industry and should also, preferentially, foment recycling and reutilization.

Of the 175 submitted projects, the jury selected thirteen, whose prototypes were especially conceived to be part of the exhibition. 

Following the meeting of the Jury - made up by Miguel Vieira Baptista (designer and professor), Fernando Brízio (designer and professor), Carla Cardoso (designer and production executive) and Pedro Franco (Designwise coordinator) - a final project evaluation was carried out, of which Guta Moura Guedes (designer e president of Experimenta) took part. The Jury would like to emphasize, with appraisal, a significant increase in the general quality and relevancy of the submitted projects.

In the absence of kitchen appliances, we improvise by finding equally functional alternatives. ROLO DA MASSA is an analogy between two objects.  The appliance and the improvisation instrument or either the rolling pin and the wine bottle.

Born in June of 1981, Adriana is currently on the 5th year of the Industrial design degree at ESAD – Caldas da Rainha. In 2002 she worked at the ceramics company Facerarte in Torres Vedras as part of a curricular internship.

SPANK ME comes from the use of "punishment" instruments, such as the palmer. After being used it leaves its marks well visible behind. When punishing, this wooden spoon marks the affectionate symbol inscribed in it.

“Miss Lazy”

MISS LAZY is born from the observation of an increasingly more common act - putting a pillow under a tray, while eating an informal meal in front of the television. This pillow presents two sockets destined to placing the plate and the glass.

1/3 Bottle promotes reuse. The cut bottle tops are glued on tile. Stick the kitchen towels inside the neck.

The TUTTI FRUTTI baskets are produced by recycling Tetra Pak packages. 

They make use of Palm weaving, a traditional handicraft technique of the Algarve. The material gains its value through a simple formal language, creating a prominent colour that characterizes each piece, turning it unique.

Wrap, tie, press, wear. TROUXA evokes the traditional lunch-box used in the countryside.

Dasein appears in as a project by Hugo Leão, Tiago da Fonseca, Samuel Abecasis and Vasco Ferraz, students in the Equipment Design at FBAUL. Since then, Dasein has had as its aim the participation in competitions, incorporating in their projects both a professional and an experimental aspect. In 2001, they were awarded Honorable Mention - Concurso Design Plastval, "Contentor para a deposição de resíduos e embalagens domésticas" – and were selected for the Designwise call for ideas with their project, Juicy Boobs, which integrated a Portuguese design exhibition in Helsinki, at the Artek Gallery.

In 2004, Dasein (a collective currently made up of communication designer Catarina Pestana and equipment designers Hugo Leão, Samuel Abecasis and Vasco Ferraz) emerges finally as a studio, developing industrial and communication design projects.
